School Crossing 
I wrote to you recently to inform you that we are trying to get increased safety measures outside the school. 
Questions have been raised with Worcestershire County Council, Worcestershire Highways Department, 
Bromsgrove District Council and West Mercia Police. We are awaiting answers and will keep you informed as and 
when we receive them.  This topic will also be an item on the agenda at the next Parish Council meeting where I 
will be asking for their support. 
 
Unfortunately, we are about to have local and district council elections so during this time it is unlikely that many 
answers will be forthcoming from Council sources, but I will pursue replies as soon as the elections have been 
completed in early May. In the meantime, the police have agreed to conduct patrols whenever possible, and we 
will apply for further visits from the traffic warden team. 
 

Police Matters 
At the recent Parish Council meeting the local police informed us that there has been an increase in car crime in 
the area, particularly affecting ‘keyless’ vehicles.  They recommend the use of ‘Faraday pouches’ which block signal 
enhancers used by criminals and full steering wheel clamps to deter thieves. If you want to know about crime in 
our area, then search ‘www.neighbourhoodmatters.co.uk’ and type in your postcode and you will be able to see 
updates on our area.

Outdoor Classroom Area 
Many years ago, the PTA funded the development of an outside classroom and memorial area. Unfortunately, over 
the past 2/3 years it has fallen into disrepair.  After the success of the facility improvements Early Years areas, we 
have decided that it is time to renovate and re-develop the outside classroom. The Governors, Miss Butler and 
Miss Daly are currently working on plans that will not only re-furbish the classroom area but also further improve 
the outdoor experience for all our children. 
 
We will ensure that the current PTA and children are involved and then putting bids in to fund some of the work 
with the hope that much of the work will be completed before we return after the summer holidays. If any of our 
parents are involved with landscaping and would like to offer their design expertise, we would be very pleased to 
hear from you.
